· Developer’s Agreement with Bonding received on 06/09/16 from Centerside Development Site Plan (Building No. 803)
· Three Rivers Trust Estate Sewer/Storm Sewer Project – The certified letter was replaced by a Bond in the amount of $175,879.00.  A Developers Agreement was prepared by the Solicitor and Bonding was posted.  We contacted the Developer regarding a schedule.  
· Columbia/NiSource Gas Line Replaced – The additional sections of sidewalk have been replaced as designated during the final walk through held on 07/14/2016.  The Columbia/NiSource Gas Company has posted the performance bond but not entered into the Developer’s Agreement Road Opening Permit.  The Bonds should not be released until the road is overlaid.  
· Edgeworth Water Authority Waterline Replacement Project – We met with LBMA, Borough and the Authority on 08/17/2016 to discuss overlay alternative and schedule.  Edgeworth Water Authority has not submitted a start date.  A letter needs prepared to make the Authority aware of the 5K Race/Walk that will be held on November 19, 2016.  Ms. Michael discussed her conversation she had with Shawn Scott, while working along Broad Street the Authority may replace lines along Oak Drive due multiple breaks.

· Washington Street Paving Project - We contacted Youngblood Paving about splitting the paving projects so Washington Street can be done sooner  
· Broad Street Paving Project – The project was awarded to Youngblood Paving in the unit price cost of $83,991.90 for Alternative No. 1.  This project will be paid for by Columbia/NiSource Gas and Edgeworth Water Authority.  The Edgeworth Water has awarded their project with construction to start in September and end in October.  The paving project is scheduled to start upon completion of the waterline.  
· 2016 QVCOG/ACDD Final Applications – The QVCOG/ACDD awarded the 2016 Demolition Project ($15,000) and Washington Street ADA Sidewalk Project ($26,000) in phases.
· 2017 QVCOG/ACDD Grant Pre-Applications are due September 8, 2016.  We prepared and submitted the following Pre-Applications:
1. Washington Street Sidewalk Reconstruction Project Phase 2
2. 2017 Housing Demolition Project – 325 Washington Street 
3. Borough Building ADA Sidewalk/Ramp Project
4. Henle Park Playground Equipment Project
5. Monroe Way Reconstruction Project
· Henle Park Gazebo Project – Please expedite the execution of the QVCOG/ACDD Agreement
· Borough Building ADA Ramp – started the design to serve the first floor near the Fire Department.
· DCNR Boat Launch Ramp Grant Application – We are currently designing the boat launch ramp project utilizing only the DCNR 50% Grant
· The next Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System (MS4) Annual Progress Report is due May 30, 2018.

· Zoning Map Update – We have prepared a draft Zoning Map, Road Map and Property Map for the Borough’s review/adoption.  A Zoning Ordinance update will be needed for the adoption.  Mr. Slagle suggested that Council consider any changes now since he is in the process of designing a new map for the office that will be easier to view.  
· Waste Collection Bids – We have prepared bid documents for Waste Collection and Disposal.  Request authorization to bid project.
