· Washington Street ADA Sidewalk PHI Project – QVCOG/ACDD increased the grant funding for the Washington Street with the ADA sidewalks from $25,600 to $46,592 to $54,592.  The project was awarded to Saltria Construction based on a reduced scope to match the grant funding of $54,592 by deleting 270 feet or 1/3rd of the project.  The Notice-To-Proceed was issued for construction this year.
· Washington Street ADA Sidewalk PHII Project – QVCOG/ACDD increased the grant funding from $25,600 to $53,342.  The project was awarded to Jim Palmieri Construction in the amount of $58,050.  This project will be completed in the next construction season. 
· Monroe Way Reconstruction Project – QVCOG/ACDD provided a grant for the Monroe Way Reconstruction Project in the amount of $42,250.  The project as awarded to A. Folio Construction in the amount of $47,738 with a local share of $5,488.  This project may be done this construction season/weather permitting.
· 2018 Paving Project – We request confirmation of the selected roads for paving in 2018.  The Project should be advertised in January 2018 with a bid opening in February 2018.
· DCNR Boat Launch ramp Grant Application – We have designed the boat launch ramp project (50% DCNR Grant) which will be bid out once DCNR approves the bidding documents.
· Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System (MS4) – We received a notification from PaDEP regarding the NPDES Permit renewal.  The next Annual Progress report is due May 30, 2018.
· Zoning Map – We need to verify the zoning along Monroe Way with Joe Luff
· Edgeworth Water Authority Waterline Replacement Project – the Authority is planning on replacing the waterline on Sycamore Spur and Oak Drive
· Miscellaneous Borough Projects – We contacted Border Patrol and authorized the work along Beaver Street
