MOTION BY Mr. Weatherby to accept the July Tax Collector’s Report, July Treasurer’s Report and the July Workshop and Regular Session Minutes, second by Mr. Belcastro

Melanie Dunn, 111 Broad Street, discussed the Columbia Gas Project along Broad Street and also requested a timeline for the cleanup of the backyards along the Ohio River Bld.

QUESTION ON THE MOTION BY Mr. Belcastro, has Jim Ivancik, Code Enforcement Officer ordered tickets for this purpose?  Ms. Ott advised that Mr. Ivancik has several examples and she will be working with him in the coming days to finalize.

· The Three Rivers Trust Estate Consolidation Plan was pulled.  


· The Authority’s Site Plan was approved by the Zoning Hearing Board on August 4, 2016.  Building Permit has not been issued to date.
· Met with the developer for the Centerside Development Site Plan, Building No. 803 on May 27, 2016 to discuss starting the building.  This plan was approved by the Borough on 12/13/2012 with conditions.  The project started over 4 months ago.  The Solicitor was authorized to prepare a Developer’s Agreement with the Bonding on 06/09/2016.
· The Certified letter was replaced by a Bond in the amount of $175,879 for the Three Rivers Trust Estate Sewer/Storm Sewer Project.  A signed Developers Agreement and Bonding have been posted.  
· Additional sections of sidewalk need to be replaced as designated during the final walk through held on 07/14/16 with Columbia/NiSource Gas Company.  The gas company has posted the performance bond but has not entered into the Developers Agreement Road Opening Permit.  

MOTION BY Mr. Weatherby to approve payment of Estimate No. 2 in the Unit Price Amount of $19,992.28 to Excavation Solutions, second by Ms. Jones
MOTION APPROVED UNANIMOUSLY 

· The Washington Street Paving Project was awarded to Youngblood Paving based on Alternative Bid 1 at a unit price cost of $68,806.50 plus Washington Street at a unit price increase of $44,000.
· The Edgeworth Water Authority awarded the Broad Street Water Project to A.W. McNabb.  Construction to begin in the coming weeks.  Edgeworth Water Authority provided a paving bid for Broad Street in the amount of $22,000.00.  Council discussed options and decided that Mr. Slagle, Doug Ford, Mr. McGurk and Jennifer Simek will schedule a meeting with the Authority to discuss the project.       

MOTION BY Mr. Belcastro to approve the involvement of Ms. Ott, Esq. as needed to coordinate the Broad Street Water Project, second by Ms. Jones

MOTION BY Ms. Jones to approve Mr. Slagle to design and submit the Washington Street ADA Sidewalk Project, second by Mr. Weatherby
MOTION APPROVED UNANIMOUSLY

· Mr. Slagle confirmed with Council that the sidewalk work will begin at the Washington Street Park 
· Mr. Slagle discussed the QVCOG/ACDD Grant Applications and the following were agreed upon; Borough Building ADA Ramp Project, Demolition Project, Washington Street Sidewalk Replacement, Henle Park Playground Equipment and Monroe Way Reconstruction  
· Mayor Poninsky discussed the sewage issue in the basement at 16 Beaver Street and discussed having this as a Demolition
· The Borough Office received a call from a resident along Oak Street concerned with settlement taking place in their gravel driveway.  Mr. Slagle, Doug Ford and Jennifer Simek have been working together to get a solution for the resident.  
· Council agreed that a new Zoning Map for the Borough is needed
· Received Community Development Block Grant information for consideration
· The Borough Office will contact North Fork Southern for an update on the Leet Street Bridge removal  
· Received letter from Kevin Brett, P.E., Lennon, Smith, Souleret Engineering, Inc. in regards to Building #180, no change was proposed to size/shape of the building, the proposed improvements will have no impact on the characteristics or elevations of the existing floodplain.  The Borough Office will check with Joe Luff, Building Inspector on the status of the Occupancy Permit.
